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Introduction of Photo-Medical Dentistry
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This course meets for one 2-hour session per week. There are a total of about 30 sessions, roughly 15
of which will be held in the first term and the other 15 in 2nd term.
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Light, especially blue light is a tool that is indispensable for dental treatment. The aim of this subject is
understanding the basical photochemical with understanding the properties of light to operate the safe dental
treatment.
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We lecture about the characteristics and the role of blue light in dentistry in early stage. Next stage, the
students understand the development of the recent research with biological reaction of photochemical by
lecturing the contents of the literatures possessed in our research team.
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
