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Prosthodontic medicine of TMJ, Occlusion and

psychosomatics
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Two semesters/2 hours per week (1 class)
This course meets for one 2-hour session per week. There are a total of about
30 sessions.
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The aim of this course is the acquirement of the design method of the prosthetic
appliance in consideration of the influence that disharmony temporomandibular joint
and occlusion give to a stomatognathic function, a psych—function and a higher brain
function more and the mastering it about the specialty as a researcher.
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It is lectured using advanced Japanese and an English article on the basic knowledge
about a stomatognathic function including temporomandibular joint and the occlusion,
psych—function and the higher brain function and the significance of the recovery
function with the prosthetic device.
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
