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Dentistry for Growth and Development of Oral Function
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First semester/4 hours per week (2classes). Thiscourse meets for one 4-hour session per week. There
are a total of about 15 sessions in the first term.
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The students will learn the process of normal growth of tooth and periodontal tissues, which are
necessary for healthy development of oral function. Concretely, they will acquire the morphological
change of tooth germ, craniofacial bone, dental pulp, and periodontal tissues and the functional
development of the muscles around oral cavity on growing process.
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We will use a Journal-club format to discuss published articles in the dental and medical literature
about craniofacial growth and development including tooth and periodontal tissue
