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Minimal Intervention Prosthetics
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Semesters/4 hours per week (2 class)
This course meets for one 4-hour session per week. There are a total of about 15
sessions in the first term.
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The advanced research for preventive and diagnosis to the oral and maxillofacial
function and esthetic troubles caused by missing tissues and occlusion, can be
practiced.
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Original research for the oral and maxillofacial function and esthetic troubles are
planned, and advanced experiment is practiced.
