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Two semesters/2 hours per week (1 class)

This course meets for one 2-hour session per week. There are a total of about 30
sessions, roughly 15 of which will be held in the first term and the other 15 in
the 2nd term.
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Successful implementation of the treatment program requires that the dental staff
possesses thorough knowledge and understanding of the localized nature of dental caries.
This course will assess the effectiveness and performance of a non—operative caries
treatment program utilizing remineralization.
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1) Plaque controlling methods for aesthetic dentistry

2) Prediction and coordinate of whitening

3) Clinical approach of non-operative carious lesion treatment
4) Prevention and management of root surface caries
