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First semester/4 hours per week (2 class)This course consists of a 4-hour session
per week. There are about 15 sessions in total in the first term.
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Students learn the basic knowledge about clinical education and educational development
at the introductory dental education.
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Students understand the educational system at KDC to learn the educational words and
gross outline for the practice and also the active learning methods (KJ method, PBL, TBL,
etc.) and characteristics of the lectures at a large classroom.
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We open a course of the same contents in the lectures of the former and the later
semesters. Also, the student, who were absent, must see the DVD of the missed
lectures.
